Mathematics Glossary – Year 9 Core Assessment

Integer
A whole number like -3, 0, 4 etc. No decimals or fractions.
Solve an Equation
Find the number that makes both sides of the equation equal.
Angle
The space between two lines that meet at a point, measured in degrees (°).
Plan View
A 2D drawing of a 3D object. It shows what something looks like from above.
Side Elevation
A 2D drawing of a 3D object. It shows what something looks like from the side.
Cuboid
A 3D shape like a box. It has flat faces that are rectangles.
Lowest Common Multiple (LCM)
The smallest number that is a multiple of two or more numbers.
Highest Common Factor (HCF)
The biggest number that divides exactly into two or more numbers.
Percentage (%)
Represent a part of a whole, expressed as a fraction out of 100. "50%" means half.
Vector
A direction and distance for moving a shape. Looks like this: 
Move x squares across (left or right) and y squares up/down.

Transformation
Changing a shape by moving, flipping, turning, or resizing it

3-D Shape
A shape that has length, width, and height (like a cube).
Faces, Edges, Vertices
· Faces: Flat surfaces of a 3D shape.
· Edges: Lines where two faces meet.
· Vertices: Corners where edges meet.
Ordering numbers
Put numbers in order from smallest to biggest.
Percentage
Represent a part of a whole, expressed as a fraction out of 100.
Translate
Move a shape across or up/down without turning it.
Angle
The space between two lines that meet. Measured in degrees (°).
Equal angles
Angles that are the same size.
Solve the Equation
Find the value of the letter that makes the equation true.
Rotation
Turn a shape around a point.
Area
The space inside a shape. 
Negative Numbers
Numbers less than zero, like -3 or -5. Use number line to help.
Simple Interest
Simple interest is extra money you earn or pay when you save or borrow money.
It stays the same every year.

Pythagoras’ Theorem
Used to find missing sides of a right-angled triangle:

Draw shapes using a ruler and compass, showing all lines.

Surface Area
The total area of all the outside faces of a 3D shape. 
π (Pi)
A special number used with circles. It is the ratio of a circle’s circumference (distance around the edge) to its diameter (distance across the middle).
Simple Interest
Simple interest is extra money you earn or pay when you save or borrow money.
It stays the same every year.
Compound Interest
Interest is added each year, and the next year earns interest on the new amount.
VAT (Value Added Tax)
A percentage added to the price of some goods, like 20%.
Angle
The space between two lines that meet. Measured in degrees (°).
Transformation
Changing a shape by flipping, turning, or moving it.
Reflection
A flip over a line, like a mirror image.
Percentage Loss
How much something has gone down in value, shown as a %.
Rearranging Formulas
Change the formula to make a different letter the subject.
Velocity (v)
How fast something is moving. It is the speed of something in a given direction.
Kinetic Energy (K)
Energy something has because it's moving. 
Prime Number
A number with exactly two factors: 1 and itself 
Even Number
A number that ends in 0, 2, 4, 6 or 8.
Parallel Lines
Lines that never meet and are always the same distance apart.
Construct
Draw carefully using a ruler and compass.
Standard Form
A way to write very big or very small numbers using powers of 10.
Mixed Number
A number with a whole part and a fraction (e.g., 1½).
Rational Number
A number that can be written as a fraction.
Locus
It is a path traced by a point as it moves according to a specific rule or condition. 
Midpoint
The point that is exactly halfway between two other points.
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
