The first 
area is andrology, which deals with the male reproductive system and 
Embryology, which is the female reproductive system.

This can be a tough job as you will work with couples that even after your 
help, will not be able to conceive and have children of their own. So, the 
emotional, communication and team working skills must be excellent.

One of the procedures you will be part of is In Vitro Fertilisation or IVF. 
This is a procedure to insert sperm into an egg outside of the human 
body. IVF is a modern technique, which provides solutions to infertility. 
Working with cutting edge research, reproductive scientist are striving  
to find better outcomes for fertility treatment.

The first baby to be born using the IVF treatment was Louise 
Joy Brown born 25 July 1978 at Oldham General Hospital.AMAZING FACT

One round of IVF can cost £5,000 
and 1 in 5 IVF births result in 
multiple babies (twins or more!) 
compared to 1 in 80 naturally 
conceived babies. This is because 
more than one fertalised egg is 
implanted during the cycle.
