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Studying the Early Tudors
Arguably the most exciting dynasty in British royal history, the Tudors ruled England from 1485- 1603. Comprising of five monarchs, the dynasty paved the way for modern Britain. From the first queen in her own right, Mary I, to the tyrannical Henry VIII, famed for his six wives and severing England’s link with the Catholic Church, the Tudors are one of the most recognisable and influential royal families in British history. In Year 12 we will look at Henry VII, Henry VIII, Edward VI, and Mary I.
