Message from the Principal: - 

 

What a wonderful Term 1! The building work is now finished and our students are enjoying the               
refurbished Science area, the new toilets and the new PE area. The Academy is striding forward after    
another set of excellent exam results and our current Year 11 students have certainly hit the ground      
running. We are seeing record numbers of students staying after school to ‘invest in themselves’ and 
attend their masterclasses. These sessions make a huge difference to our students and help prepare them 
effectively for the summer examinations and their PPEs (mock exams) which start shortly.

Overall, all of our students have impressed me this term and there is a real buzz around the Academy. I am 
impressed with the high standards of uniform, manners and dedication in lessons. Every day I see more 
and more examples of our RISE values in action: Respect, Independence, Service to Community and      
Empathy. 
  
In Term 2 we will continue to focus on high expectations with a particular drive on the importance of high 
attendance. Post pandemic, national attendance in schools has dropped. This is the educational issue of a 
generation because, as we explain to our students, having high attendance is the golden thread that links 
happiness, wellbeing, improved understanding in lessons and ultimately success in exams. This in turn 
opens up more doors to their future and crucially provides our students with more choices for their next 
steps. The excellent news is: I have just been informed that our attendance is running at a higher figure 
than the national average. This is great news for our students who clearly want to be in Kingswood to 
learn and are developing the habit of high attendance, which will remain with them for life.

Message from Head of Year 7: -  

Year 7 have settled in well since starting Kingswood Secondary Academy. The       

friendships that have been formed in such a short space of time and the independence 

that students are now displaying daily demonstrates the RISE values of Kingswood 

through and through. 98% of behaviour points logged are positive with 4830 points 

awarded for Independence, 3646 for daily BUS points, 3582 for attendance and 1174 

for Respect. This is truly an excellent start to Year 7.  

We look forward to seeing this positivity continue into Term 2.  
  
 
Please can I add a few reminders about the standards at Kingswood: 
  

1. Attendance – Please continue to send your child in if they are slightly ill. We     

encourage students to get their morning registration mark and afternoon mark at 
12:30pm and then we can analyse whether they need to go home. Recently, we  have 
had a lot of students  saying they feel sick but haven’t been, then later in the day they 
feel much better.  

2. Standards HUB – We are receiving a lot of detentions for missing equipment/

uniform. Please check your son/daughter’s equipment/uniform to ensure these     
sanctions aren’t given, or failing that, all students can use the Standards Hub between 
08:15 – 08:30am to receive the items they need and no sanction will be given. These 
items will need to be returned at the end of the day before 4pm. 

3. Detentions – We are experiencing a lot of missed detentions within Year 7. All  

students and parents have access to ClassCharts and you will be notified whether your 
son/daughter has a detention and the length of time of the detention. If students miss 
detentions the level of sanction increases and rolls into the following day. 

4. Equipment – We are finding some students’ equipment around the academy     

including planners, ties, lanyards etc. It is a student’s responsibility to ensure that 
these are safe. If it is lost, then a new piece of equipment will need to be purchased on 
Parent Pay. Please let the Year group know once you have ordered and we will put a 
note in planners to alert all staff not to challenge your son/daughter. 
 
Positive Behaviour – The RISE store is now open for students to spend their RISE points 

in the online store which can be accessed through ClassCharts. Once ordered, the Year 

team will deliver these items during form time the following week.

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Personal Development:  
 
First of all thank you to all those parents/carers who completed the survey on communication between school and 
our families and how well your child is doing in Kingswood. The survey is now closed - however, if you do need     
further information, please either contact reception or look on the website/newsletter to find what/who you are 
looking for and just drop us an email. I am going through the results at the moment, which suggests you are very 
happy with the communication from school, over 90% of parents understand the importance of attendance and 
know how their child is doing in school. I will provide further updates next term. 
 
PSHE  
It has been an extremely busy term and one in which we launched our new structured form time sessions with our     
dedicated 1-hour fortnightly PSHE lessons. I communicated home in Term 6 with the changes to the resources and 
the structure as we recognise that PSHE is such an integral part of our students' lives and we needed to elevate it 
further. The feedback from staff and students has been overwhelmingly positive. Not only do students enjoy the new 
Cre8tive Resources PSHE lesson which now gives extra time to educate them on issues that do affect our young   
people, but both staff and students enjoy the time  together to discuss and build those important social and         
communication skills.

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New student lockers 

Our current lockers have come to the end of their life cycle and we have been working on     

providing a more modern, robust and secure solution. We have also been keen to improve the 

functionality e.g. booking, problem resolution (including when students lose their keys), and the   

cleaning and sorting of items left in lockers by students at the end of the year. After consultation 

with the Trust and speaking with colleagues at other schools which have used the supplier, we 

have now installed new student lockers that are now available to rent.  

Having a student locker can help our students to reduce carrying equipment and avoid misplacing 

important school items. The normal price for the hire of one of these lockers for a year is £35, 

however we have negotiated this price down to £25 for our students / families. Please read the 

flyer below for more information about how the new system will work:

Annual Lockdown Drill:  

 

The safety and welfare of our students and staff is our highest priority at Kingswood.  As you would 
expect, we regularly practise emergency drills to ensure our staff and students know what to do in 
an emergency. The aims of the training drills are to improve our ability to protect pupils/students, 
save lives, and reduce injuries. These practice drills allow us to evaluate our emergency operation 
plans and improve our response skills. 
  
For many years now we have also practised our 'Lockdown Drill' and we wanted to make you aware 
of this. These drills are designed to ensure that pupils/students are aware of our safety procedures 
and to reduce the level of anxiety that could come from a real-life situation should it ever occur - 
which of course, we hope never will. 
  
A lockdown would be initiated when a situation arises that requires the isolation (rather than     
evacuation) of students and staff from an identified risk, such as;  dangerous animal in the vicinity of 
the school, local emergency (gas cloud/air pollution), or an intruder on our site. 
  
In the event of a real risk and lockdown, we would initiate lockdown in liaison with the police.      
Parents will be contacted at a suitable time to inform them of the event. It is vital that parent(s)/
carer(s) do not: 
 
• Contact the school via telephone in order to keep our phone lines clear 
• Contact your child/children directly by mobile phone even if they contact you 
• Come to school in person, unless told it is safe to do so by ourselves 

 
We appreciate that this would be extremely difficult, but if the above points are not followed this 
could jeopardise the safety of students and staff in school. 
  
Please be sure that your contact information is up to date and accurate. It is a good idea to have  
several trusted adults listed as contacts with the school. 
  
We must stress that these incidents are extremely unlikely to occur. However, we are best to be   
prepared and as a result of our lockdown planning we did successfully initiate a lockdown on the 
advice of the Police in 2022 when stray dogs were in the local community. 
  
Thank you for your continued support and if you have any questions regarding the above               
information then please do not hesitate to contact your child’s Head of Year. 
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Parking and access to Kingswood Secondary Academy: 

Wherever possible we encourage our students to walk or cycle to the Academy for the obvious health and 

environmental benefits this brings.  

If you do bring your child by car, please can you note the following: 

Dropping off your child in the morning: 

It would be most helpful if you could drop off your child off a few hundred metres from school and they walk 

the short distance in.  

If you do wish to use our roundabout then we do allow this in the mornings. This works because parents drop 

off their children over a 30-45 minute period, so congestion does not tend to be a significant issue. 

Collecting your child at the end of the day: 

Due to the inevitable departure of students in a relatively short period of time at the end of a school day, it 

does not work for us to allow parents onto site to collect their child. This is because of the very significant  

congestion caused which leads to vehicles backing up out of our entrance, in turn then blocking Gainsborough 

Road in both directions. 

In summary: please do not drive onto our school site to collect your child at the end of the day. 

Exception: If your child has a disability then please speak with their Head of Year or Miss Skorwider in our  

Special Educational Needs Department who will make appropriate arrangements. 

Sadly, we quite often get complaints from local residents e.g. on Tower Hill Road and Oak Wood Drive. With 

this in mind, we’d be very grateful if you note the following:   

Tower Hill Road is a no stopping area between Monday - Friday 8am - 6pm and this is clearly sign posted on 

the road. 

Please park considerately and consider parking further away and allowing your child to walk for a couple of 

minutes to get to you, so you can park in a less congested location. 

Please avoid blocking residents’ drives and do not use residents’ drives to turn around in or stop in. Please 

avoid parking on yellow lines. 

Contact details  

If you have recently moved to a new address and/or have updated your contact details, for example you 

have a new telephone number or email address, please can you contact your child’s form tutor, Deputy 

Head of Year or Head of Year with the new details so we can update our records. Thank you.  
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Kingswood Secondary Academy – Uniform Requirements 
 

At Kingswood Secondary Academy we believe that wearing our distinctive uniform gives our students a sense 

of belonging, fosters pride in the Academy and stops students coming to school in inappropriate clothing or 

footwear. Students are our ambassadors in the community and therefore we expect all students to wear full 

uniform when travelling to and from the Academy, at all Academy functions, on extra-curricular visits and 

when taking part in sports events. Please refer to our website for updated uniform policy and expectations.  

Our Academy uniform consists of:  

• An Academy tie with a traditional white shirt which has a fastened top button and is long enough to be 

tucked into trousers or a skirt; the bottom of the tie should meet the waistband  

• Black trousers or skirt made of standard material – studs or zips on pockets must not be visible. Jeans, 

cords, hipster and tight-fitting (e.g. Revs-style) trousers are not appropriate and all trousers should 

cover the ankle. Combat-style trousers, e.g. with additional side pockets, are not allowed. Skirts should 

be no shorter than knee length and should not be fitted or made of tight stretchy material. Skater-style 

skirts are not suitable. As a rule of thumb, trousers and skirts should be modest.  

• Academy blazer for all students in years 7 to 11  

• Black or grey socks with black trousers; neutral or black tights with skirts  

• Black leather or leather-style traditional school shoes that can be polished, with a heel no more than 

2cm in height. (No boots or trainers, or trainer-style shoes such as Vans or Converse are allowed. Girls’ 

ballet-type footwear is not acceptable)  

Physical education kit for all years:  

• Black tracksuit bottoms with academy logo 

• Black short-sleeved sports polo shirt with purple panels and the academy logo  

• Black long-sleeved sports shirt with purple panels and the academy logo  

• Black shorts with academy logo  

• Suitable trainers or other sports footwear  

• Sports leggings with academy logo or plain black sports leggings (not cotton) Students will also be   

required to bring other appropriate kit to their PE lessons where necessary. For example, shin-guards 

for contact sports, studded boots for rugby, mouth guard for some PE activities. Students will be given 

specific advice from their PE teachers.
